Funded by NSW Health, Jailbreak’s one of many successful projectsat Sydney’s’ Community Restorative Centre (CRC), the largest organisation of its kind supporting post release prisoners and families in NSW.   A critical role of Jailbreak is health promotion and harms minimisation of exposure to blood-borne viruses.  The feedback and information we receive from our listeners contributors and clients (CRC) is universally encouraging and a growing numbers of community radio stations are downloading Jailbreak as a regular part of their weekly broadcasting.
